We briefly talked yesterday about considering your other options while you wait. One of the options that we talked about was the friend who might have an opening at their company. As I mentioned before, this person can be an invaluable resource to you. The important thing to remember is that regardless of the “history” there, there is still “opportunity” and opportunity is something that you should always keep an eye out for.
Touch bases with this person, talk to them about what you have been doing, you can even mention this process you are going through if you want to. Let them ask you questions and be patient. Remember just like in the first few days with your family and loved one’s you will want to allow this person time to express their feelings. Often times that is all a person really needs in order to move on.
Allow him this and when he (or she) is finished you can answer their questions and share your transformation with them. You will be surprised at how easily a person is willing to forgive. 
If you are successful at mending bridges with this person you have now opened up a new door for you, and if your other job opportunity falls through you now have a viable alternative.
You can also consider other options like we briefly talked about a few days ago with providing freelance work. You can provide freelance work both online and offline. Depending on the type of work you do. If you are a carpenter, you can take a few small jobs and allow word of mouth to go around telling people about your services. If this turns into something more than just an occasional project you may want to consider becoming an incorporated business and purchasing insurance. 
As it continues to grow you can look at expanding your business and even hiring others like yourself who have made some mistakes and ended up in prison and now they are out and looking to get back on their feet. As you land larger and larger projects, the potential for your business is great. The point I am trying to make here is that opportunities are all around you. 
Oftentimes the problem is not a lack of opportunity but rather a lack of vision to realize the opportunity that is in front of you. Think about the cornel that turned his chicken into an international sensation. It starts with the vision to see the opportunities and the courage to act when the opportunity presents itself.
